Who is Eligible

Each applicant must have completed their senior year of high school, must be showing dairy cattle
at Indiana County Fair and must verify that he/she is enrolled in an accredited post-secondary
educational institution.

How to Apply

Student must complete an application and a statement of approximately 300
words explaining how the Indiana County Fair has helped them to achieve goals,
objectives and career choices.

In evaluating the applications, preference will be given to those demonstrating need, desire and
initiative and to those who have been involved in showing at the Indiana County Fair for more then
I(one) year. Each applicant may be subject to a personal interview by the scholarship committee, if
needed.

Application Deadline

Applications postmarked after the 3™ (third) Saturday in June before the Fair will
not be considered.
